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West Vincent Township
Board of Supervisors Meeting

June 28, 2010 7:30 PM

Attendance: Chairman Kenneth Miller, Vice Chairperson Clare Quinn, Zoé Perkins, Allan
Greenwood of Siana, Bellwoar & McAndrew, LLP, Township Solicitor, Police Chief Michael
Swininger, Township Engineer, Township Manager James Wendelgass.

Chairman Kenneth Miller called the meeting to order at 7:35 PM.

Chairman Kenneth Miller began the meeting at 7:35 PM by opening the Open Space Hearing.
Township Solicitor Allan B. Greenwood, stated that this was a public hearing scheduled for this
evening concerning the possible purchase by the Township of the TDRs belonging to Thomas S.
Rice, which has been advertised in accordance with statutory requirements. Mr. Greenwood
entered into the record as Township Exhibit #1 a copy of the Notice published in the Daily Local
News on June 15 and 21, 2010 and as Township Exhibit #2 a copy of the Proof of Publication
from the Daily Local News.

Mr. Greenwood stated the Township's Transferable Developments Rights Program has been
established in accordance with Section 605(4) of the Pennsylvania Municipalities Planning Code,
Act 1968, P.L. 085, Act 247 for the purpose of establishing Transferable Development Rights as
a separate estate in land severable and separately conveyable from the estate in fee simple and
for the purpose of regulating such development rights on a voluntary basis. He further noted that
pursuant to Article XXV of its Zoning Ordinance, the Township has established its Transferable
Development Rights Program including "sending zones," "receiving zones," a procedure for
establishing the number of TDRs to be assigned to an eligible tract of land, and the price of the
TDRs as fair market value, that is, the price to be determined by a willing buyer and willing
seller under fair market conditions.

Mr. Greenwood explained that a local government unit such as West Vincent Township may not
acquire any interest in real property under the Open Space Act unless the real property has been
designated for open space uses in a resource, recreation or land use plan recommended by the
planning agency of the municipality in which the property is located and adopted by the
governing body. Such a plan has been adopted by the Township. In this instance the Open
Space Advisory Committee has recommended acquisition of the TDRs owned by Thomas S.
Rice.

It was further explained that once the TDR interest in real property has been designated by the
Township, the TDR interest may not be acquired until a public hearing is held and after notice of
the same given to the public. During the hearing, the Township must identify the interests to be
taken and the proposed open space benefits. Mr. Greenwood stated that this was the purpose of
today's hearing.
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Mr. Greenwood noted that the Township has passed Ordinance No. 114-2002 and Ordinance 133

of 2006, both of which authorized a referendum pursuant to the Open Space Lands Acquisition

and Preservation Act on the question of whether to impose an additional tax to raise revenue to

purchase open space property. In each case, the referendum was approved by the electorate. Mr.

Greenwood then noted that the Township’s acquisition of the Transferable Development Rights

(TDRs) of Mr. Rice is consistent with the requirements of the Open Space Act and the public

benefit of preservation of open space. Mr. Greenwood stated that today's hearing concerned a
parcel owned by Mr. Rice. Mr. Greenwood then reviewed the particulars on the parcel:

Thomas S. Rice is the owner of the subject property, Uniform Parcel Identifier Number
25-3-15. The subject property is presently improved with a single family residence. The
Township is purchasing 6 of the 7 available TDRs on this property. This property is an
aggregate of 12.4+ acres. UPI Number 25-3-15 is located at 921 Bartlett Lane, Chester Springs,
PA 19425, in the R-2 Residential Zoning District. The Township is purchasing the six (6)
available TDRs for $154,200, or $25,700 each.

Mr. Greenwood noted that the Township has in its possession the following:

1) a TDR worksheet pertaining to the property;
2) a form of Agreement of Sale for the TDR interests attributed to the Subject

Property;

3) a form of Agreement respecting Transfer of Development Rights;

4) a form of Transfer of Development Rights and Restrictive Covenant Agreement;
and

5) an Appraisal of the property.

The Township is awaiting a title report and a commitment to provide title insurance for purchase
of the TDR interests. The receipt of a clean title report shall be a condition of the Township
proceeding in this matter. The TDR worksheet has been compiled by the Township Engineer to
determine how many TDRs the parcel contained. Mr. Greenwood concluded by stating that each
of the foregoing documents was available for review by the public at the Township building.

Miller asked if there was anyone present who wished to be party to the proceedings. Since there
was none, the hearing was closed at 7:45 PM.

Kenneth Miller opened the regular Township Meeting at 7:45 PM

The first item of business was to consider the purchase of the TDRs from Thomas S. Rice.
Perkins made the motion that West Vincent Township acquire a total of six (6) TDRs from
Thomas S. Rice, Uniform Parcel Identifier Numbers 25-3-15, also known as 921 Bartlett Lane,
Chester Springs, PA 19425, for a purchase price of twenty-five thousand seven hundred Dollars
($25,700.00) each, for a total of one hundred fifty-four thousand two hundred Dollars
($154,200), subject to the Township obtaining a title report and commitment acceptable to the
Township, and also subject to the terms and conditions of the Township’s proposed Agreement
of Sale between the property owner and the Township, and further that the Supervisors, the
Chairman of the Board of Supervisors, the Township Manager and the Township Secretary be
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authorized to take any and all necessary actions to consummate the transactions contemplated by

the Township’s proposed Agreement of Sale and related documents including, but not limited to,

the execution and recording of the Agreement of Sale and documents, and the payment of the

monies to the Seller. Quinn seconded the motion. There was no public comment and the motion
passed unanimously.

The next item of business was to open the bids for the 2004 police car. The following are the
results:

There was no public comment and the
motion carried unanimously.

The minutes from April 12, 2010, June 7, 2010 and June 14, 2010 were submitted for approval.
Perkins made the motion to approve the minutes from April 12, 2010, June 7, 2010 and June
14, 2010 as submitted. Quinn seconded the motion. There was no public comment and the
motion carried unanimously.

Reports:

Township Building: Township Manager noted that with the recent storm many residents were
out of electricity due to downed power lines. The Road Crew, Police Department, and staff
assisted residents as needed. He also noted that the County Radios, the Nextel phones and the
Verizon lines were not working and the only thing that kept the Road Crew and Police in contact
was the new radio system.

Township Manager Report: The Township Manager Report for the week ending 6/26/10 was
acknowledged as submitted.

Active Subdivision List: An Extension Request was received from John Bachich for an
extension for the Burch Subdivision. Ms. Quinn stated that the Planning Commission is
recommending only one (1) more 90 day extension. Perkins made the motion to approve the
extension for the Burch Subdivision noting the Planning Commission’s recommendation until
9/30/10. Quinn seconded the motion. There was no public comment and the motion carried
unanimously.

Bills List: The Bills List was reviewed. Perkins made the motion to approve the Bills List dated
6/28/10, in the total amount $123,137.42. Quinn seconded the motion. There was no public
comment and the motion carried unanimously.
