Board of Supervisors Meeting

October 26, 2009 7:30 PM
Attendance: Chairman Kenneth Miller, Vice Chairperson Zoé Perkins, Barry DiLibero,
Allan Greenwood of Siana, Bellwoar & McAndrew, LLP Township Solicitor, Police
Chief Michael Swininger, Township Manager Jim Wendelgass, and Township Secretary
Tammy Swavely.

Chairman Miller called the meeting to order at 7:40 PM.

Perkins made the motion to approve the minutes from June 22, 2009 and October 12,
2009 as submitted. DiLibero seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

Reports:

Township Building: No Report.

Township Manager Report: The Township Manager Report for two weeks ending
10/24/09 was acknowledged as submitted. Wendelgass provided the Board with the
changes to the Zoning Ordinances suggested by the Chester County Planning
Commission and the Phoenixville Regional Planning Committee. The Board tentatively
chose a date of November 9, 2009 to receive public comment.

Road Master Report: The Road Master Report for the last four weeks ending 10/24/09
was acknowledged as received.

Active Subdivision List: No pending deadlines.

Police Report: The police report for the month of September 2009 was presented by
Police Chief Mike Swininger and was acknowledged as received. DiLibero asked if
there was any information from the District Attorney on the Richard Malasics situation.
Chief Swininger stated that he had not received a report.

Bills List: The Bills List was reviewed. Perkins made the motion to approve the Bills
List dated 10/26/09 in the total amount $63,544.94. DiLibero seconded the motion which
carried unanimously.

Correspondence:

A letter was received from State Senator Andrew Dinniman dated September 29, 2009
with an official citation from the Pennsylvania State Senate to Police Chief
Swininger and the West Vincent Township Police Department. Chief Swininger read
the letter:
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Dear Chief Swininger,

It is my honor and privilege as your Senator to present an official citation
from the Pennsylvania State Senate to you and your department, upon the
occasion of “Pennsylvania First Responder Appreciation Day” for your
unwavering service fo your communit).

An e-mail request to use the Township Park and Gazebo was received 10/13/09 for the
West Vincent Elementary School’s Turkey Trot. Perkins made the motion that the
West Vincent Elementary School be permitted to use the Park for their Annual Turkey
Trot on November 27, 2009. DiLibero seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

An e-mail request to use the Township Meeting room was received 10/19/09 from the
Airedale Terrier Club. Perkins made the motion that the Airedale Terrier Club be
permitted to use the Township Meeting room on November 15" at 1:00 PM. DiLibero
seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

A fax was received on 10/22/09 from the Ludwig’s Corner Horse Show Association
requesting the use of the meeting room. Perkins made the motion that the Ludwig’s
Corner Horse Show Association be permitted to use the meeting room on November 4,
2009 at 6:00 PM. DiLibero seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

Subdivision/Land Development:

Weatherstone: Neal Fisher, The Hankin Group, came before the Board requesting the
release of the Maintenance Bond for the Waste Water Treatment Plant at Weatherstone.
A letter from Carroll Engineering stating that, pending installation of the water meter on
November 5, 2009, this maintenance bond was recommended for release. Mr. Fisher
stated that he has provided a letter stating The Hankin Group’s commitment to get the
work done. Perkins made the motion that the Maintenance Bond for the Waste Water
Treatment Plant be released per the Carroll Engineering recommendation letter dated
October 26, 2009. DiLibero seconded the motion which carried unanimously.
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On another issue, a resident made several complaints about the appearance of different
areas in Weatherstone. Chairman Miller asked Mr. Fisher about these who stated the
trailer will be removed, but that he is waiting on the rental company. This will probably
be next week. The dead trees are not Hankin’s responsibility if it is beyond the year
warranty. If there was a request before the year was up, then it will be covered. Mr.
Fisher will check his records. The sidewalk in front of the library belongs to Chester
County. With regards to the damage done to the electric box, Mr. Fisher stated that must
have been done by a lawn mower and not Hankin’s responsibility. The basin is growing
up in a wild state and was intended to be a wet basin which is what is recommended by
the Best Management Practices and is what is specified in the plan for the subdivision. It
is working properly and is not in need of repair. The need for improvements to the area
where equipment is being stored at Westover Lane and Fellowship Road were discussed
with Mr. Fisher. He stated that this was the next project on his list and he will be
inventorying the equipment and reducing what 1s there.

Mr. Fisher informed the Board that The Hankin Group works with the Civil Engineering
Department of Penn State and he is giving a tour to students next week. He would like
permission to give a tour to the students of the Weatherstone Sewer Plant. The Board
was in favor of this and told him to contact the office for keys.

Stonecroft: An e-mail request for dedication of the Sewer Plant at Stonecroft was
received from John Bachich, Birchrun Capital, L.P. Perkins made the motion that this
request be forwarded to Carroll Engineering for review and comment. DiLibero
seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

Old Business:

At the last Board of Supervisor Meeting, Chairman Miller asked if the Bills List and
unapproved Board minutes could be posted on the website. Township Secretary Tammy
Swavely looked at several other Township websites, and could not find any other offering
such information on their websites. The Board decided that it would like to have them
posted on the website anyway.

Kate Stanton, 1683 Hilltop Road, Tax Parcel 25-4-29 was present at the meeting and
Chairman Miller informed her that Ken Yerger, Carroll Engineering, was on Hilltop
Road approximately three weeks ago and he (Miller) was still waiting for a written report
to send to Penn State’s Dirt and Gravel and Center along with the materials and options.
Once this narrative is ready, Mr. Miller will also contact the residents to let them know
what Mr. Yerger has found. A Chester County Conservation District representative will
be contacted also. The homes at the top of the hill have agreed to have water go onto
their properties which can be done with a written Agreement so that the Township can
maintain the pipes, etc. Since the budget is very tight at this time money has to be spent
wisely. Ms. Stanton will check with Chester County to see if there are any grants
available. Ken McCormick, 1635 Hilltop Road, Tax Parcel 25-3-148 stated that he
was unhappy with the way he was represented in the minutes of July 13, 2009 since he is
not anxious to get Hilltop Road repaired. He is in favor of potholes since they slow
