Final Minutes – September 24, 2018

The meeting was called to order at 6:32.  Kate moved and Jane seconded that the minutes of August 27th be approved as distributed.  The motion passed unanimously.

Old Business/On-Going Business:

· We are looking forward to having Yvonne available to lead the oral history effort.
· Lisa Cremers (daughter of Estelle Cremers) has given us permission to put an electronic version of 30,000 Acres on the township website.  The book has been scanned and is safe in the Cloud.  Still need to get it on Township page.
· 2019 Township talking tour – Ludwig’s Corner and vicinity -  the Conestoga story (Isabelle Travaglini, Barb Quinter, Karen Oncay) Scheduled for June 20, 2019. John Eldridge has made some Underground Railroad connections in the area and will continue his research.  Sara is to help with planning, Isabelle and Sara to visit St Andrews; ask if Bridgit would like to help; also ask Malia and Marcy to help with photos.
· Jane and Barb have continued their research on the history, especially the graveyard of St. Matthew’s UCC with great support from the church.
· The Stream Naming Project is in limbo while work proceeds on more urgent business.
· Sara gave the update of the Concerns List: the Brunner / Zarichniak farmstead is still an issue.  
· Several boxes of historic documents were given to Isabelle by the VBC minister; she invited members to look at them and will be turning them over to the Chester County Historic Society for safekeeping.
· Bryn Coed: Kate and Bob are to finish the Ralston outbuilding write up in hopes of saving more of the farmstead; Barb says the Deery Farm and the Thomas house on Flint need to be finished.
· The Supervisors will conduct a hearing regarding the establishment of a Historic Commission on October 15th at 7:00 pm. If it passes, they will appoint 5-7 members; a number of our members have applied; more are encouraged. Once established, the HRC will be able to turn some of our items over to them (like the Concerns List).


New Business:

· Jim and Jane have begun measuring trees on behalf of the EAC’s Heritage Tree project.  They are excited about the Chestnut Oak at St Andrews Church and think it may be the oldest such tree in the Township.  They are being assisted by Township resident Jim Ward.
· The Township is looking for its Official Seal and asked for our assistance.  It was suggested we reach out to previous Treasurers.

Kate moved adjournment at 7:50. Sara seconded that and it passed unanimously.
