Old business –

	Due to the traffic at Ludwig’s Corner, a walking tour there will not have the standard format.  There will probably be a few places to park and to learn the history of Conestoga Road and Ludwig’s Corner; St Andrews Church has offered space for our presentation.  We have a date for Chester County’s Town Tours & Village Walks of Thursday, June 20, 2019.
	Barb and Jane are working to update the St. Matthew’s UCC history.  Barb is going to talk to folks from West Pikeland to see what information they have.
	Jim and Jane are working on South of Conestoga Road history.
	The HRC will have a table at the Jun 9th Festival in the Park. Isabelle will have materials with an emphasis the Ludwig’s Corner and Conestoga Road.; help is welcome at the table.
	Concerns List.  Sara and Harriet will meet with Erica Batdorf, the Township Manager and Tracey Franey, the Zoning Officer, about some of the properties that may be in danger of demolition by neglect.  We have to update that list and to continue to meet with township staff about the progress in making sure owners are aware of the need to protect/maintain historic structures.
	Documentation of some Bryn Coed structures.  Harriet is to find out when the upper Stauffer property can be photographed.  The cow barns need to be documented and we have a generous offer of professional documentation at a substantial cut-rate for that; we are awaiting action by the BOS to get this work started.  At a later time, we will photograph Kristin Perry’s property.  
	Isabelle continues to pursue the stream-naming project and see learning more about the Wilson’s Corner-Camphill area history soon.

New business –
	Jane reported on an EAC meeting concerning the need for a Historic Commission.  The EAC sent a Draft Text for a West Vincent Township Historical Commission to the Board of Supervisors.  That will be sent to our committee with these minutes.
