Pending Subdivisions/Land Development/Applications:

- Toll/Eagle Farms: The Township has begun the process to abandon a
portion of Eagle Farms Road pursuant to the agreement which was signed
late last year.

- Wilkinson Associates/Birchrun Village: Staff is looking at options for
demolishing the buildings. We hope to get the buildings demolished before
the owner of the adjoining property paves the entrance and parking lot.

- West Vincent Associates/Brunner: The Development Agreement was
signed, as was the Sewage Facilities Agreement.

- Kanavy Land Development: The Township has received an engineering
review letter. The Planning Commission recommended conditional
approval of the application. Materials were sent the applicant regarding the
engineering review.

- Markle Subdivision Plan: The Township issued a decision approving the
application. The applicant has appealed that decision. The Township is
prepared to issue an amended decision. The applicant has granted a further
extension. A revised plan was received as was a review letter from Carroll
Engineering. A meeting was scheduled with representatives of the
applicant, but it was cancelled at the request of the new counsel for the
applicant. The applicant has now granted a further extension.




- Batchelor: Plan received November 21, 2013. Engineering review letter
has been received. Representatives of the applicant were able to attend the
most recent Planning Commission meetings.

- Royal Crown Stables: The Board of Supervisors rendered a decision on the
application.

-Flather: Appeal filed. The applicants have filed for a new
Zoning hearing. First hearing scheduled for 1/10/13
was continued at the applicants’ request.

-Since mid January of 2013, the Township has received over 250 Right-to-
Know requests, 204 of which were sent in by Brian Curry. Most recently, Mr.
Curry filed an appeal over the Township’s denial of his request to see a rough
draft of a report prepared by one of the Township’s group of volunteers. The
Office of Open Records has issued a decision denying the appeal and
upholding the position of the Township. To date, the cost for the assistant to
help in responding to such requests has been $1,190 through 12/31/13. The
cost of staff time exceeds $5,000.

-The developers of the Eagle Farms subdivision have poured the sidewalk in
question. The associated landscaping has not yet been done.
