Reduces yard waste in landfills, hauler can’t pick up yard waste, educate residents – most approve. E Pikeland facility – over 5 acres, garages, buildings, fenced in, 3 full-time employees and manager. $50 delivery of mulch by twp, small fee for pickup, free mulch and chips to neighboring twps. Check E Pikeland web site for in/out costs. Barbara – bad stuff in drop off? Twp education & promo helps. Brian – leeching from compost? Concrete vs ground. Garbage waste problematic. Sam – where would WV put similar facility? Bernie – consultant gave high price, BOS reconfiguring plan for WV facility. Laura will summarize & share. Coordinate with EAC. Parks & Rec planning Bryn Coed use. Laura – possible collaboration between twps.? Resident survey? Three questions: Do you do your own yard work? Do you use a service?
