2019 Actions Update
Heritage Tree Program 
Ken Witek indicated that he, Jim & Jane Helm and Jim Ward surveyed and measured 27 additional trees on March 31 for the program.  In total, 43 trees have now been measured.  Since the group is running out of trees, Ken asked the Committee to help by finding trees for them to measure.  Jane Helm is preparing an article on White Oaks for the township spring newsletter.

New Business 
In an email, Suzanne Roth suggested setting up rain and pollinator gardens at the township building.  Brian Curry indicated that the area next to the pond by Route 401 would be an ideal location for a rain garden since water ponds up in that area.  There was a discussion of diverting water from that wet area to the nearby creek.  That issue may need to be coordinated with PennDot.

Reports
Board of Supervisors 
Work continues on the new township park at Bryn Coed.  No timetable for an opening has been set.  A fence around the cow palace needs to be constructed until the building is finally demolished.

Parks and Recreation Committee
Suzanne Nastase reports that a revised plan for the trails at the township park at Bryn Coed has been completed.  The State is recommending the installation of buffer plantings for the field near the pond close to St. Mathews Rd.  The EAC will look at taking responsibility for this recommendation.  Vicki will contact Erica Batdorf.

There was a discussion about the EAC and Parks & Rec forming a sub-committee to look at the plantings around the township building.  This may be a good project for the local Boy Scouts in assisting in any work that needs to be done.
