Motion to approve the minutes from our Tuesday, September 24, 2019 meeting made by Barbara Van Horn, seconded by Jeff Goldberg, passes unanimously
[bookmark: _GoBack]Accounting of Present Open Space funds prepared by Erica Batdorf, Township Manager: As of 10/22/19 the open space checking account balance was $1,357,307.50 and the open space maintenance fund account balance was $671,449.39, for a total of $2,028,756.89.  The commitments and payments are: the reserve for Bryn Coed demolition of $671,449.39 (not to exceed and equal to the maintenance fund ), 18 Years, LLC contribution of $55,000, 2019 open space debt service of $55,202.50 and $395,000 for interest and principal, receptively, due in December, and an obligation to a land owner on Flowing Springs Road of $25,700.  Leaving an open space available balance of $826,405.
Old Business:
Both George Dulchinos and Jody Reinbold supplied the Township (Erica and Jason) a listing of parcels that appeared to be a variation from the Chester County data used to create the open space inventory and map.  We will follow up with the Township about the status of these differences.
The Open Space Advisory Committee maintained a table at the Sustainability Fair.  Jody Reinbold displayed an open space map of the township and gave out the link to the open space survey.
The link to the open space survey will be included in the fall Township newsletter.
The BOS accepted a bid for demolition of the Bryn Coed buildings of $680,000.  The BOS believes that even though it currently exceeds our open space maintenance fund account balance of $671,449.39, we have more than 2 more months of interest in 2019 to be earned, as well as, interest in 2020 prior to a payment.
New Business:
Copies of the “Return on Environment” were supplied to the committee.
Public Comment:
Sara Shick asked about the results of our executive session from September.  Jody Reinbold explained that the committee rated 2 “wish list” parcels and that both parcel, would be rank 1st and 2nd on our listing, if the property owners were interested in preserving their parcels.
