Meeting called to order at 7:01pm
Motion to approve the minutes from our Tuesday, October 22, 2019 meeting by Barbara Van Horn, seconded by Jeff Goldberg, passes unanimously
Accounting of Present Open Space funds prepared and presented by Erica Batdorf, Township Manager:  As of 11/19/19, the open space checking account balance was $1,436,139.99 and the open space maintenance fund account balance was $672,607.36. There was an expenditure on 11/13/19 of $22,700 for a TDR payment in accordance with a 2010 agreement.  The current open space commitments are: the Bryn Coed demolition of the buildings of $672,607.36 (as a not to exceed placeholder and equal to the open space maintenance fund account balance), the 18 Years LLC easement contribution of $55, 000 (which has been previously agreed to by the BOS), and the 2019 open space debt service interest and principal payment of $55,202.50 and $395,000, respectively.
Old Business:
The township is in the process of the verification of Chester County data used to create the Open space inventory and Map.
Erica Batdorf, Township Manager, supplied the committee the results of the Open Space Survey.

According to Erica Batdorf, Township Manager, the demolition of Bryn Coed buildings might begin as soon as December 2019 and should take approximately 12 weeks to complete.  The final payment on the contract (total contract $680,187) would be after the work has been completed, thus allowing the open space maintenance fund to increase due to collections.   Erica Batdorf, Township Manager, further stated that the BOS might need to re-establish an additional open space maintenance fund.
Public Comment:
Sara Shick mentioned that she had read that the Chester County Budget for open space might decrease due to budgeting expenses.
