Meeting called to order at 7:03pm
[bookmark: _GoBack]Thank you to George Dulchinos, who represented the West Vincent Planning Commission and was appointed to the BOS and thereby resigned from the Open Space Advisory Committee.
Approval of Minutes from our Tuesday, May 28, 2018 meeting was waived until the July 2019 meeting due to computer issues 
Accounting of Present Open Space funds prepared by Erica Batdorf, Township Manager was presented by Jody Reinbold.  As of June 25, 2019, the Open Space Checking Account balance was $1,118,855.87 and the Open space maintenance fund balance was $666,911.61 for a total of $1,785,767.48.  On 5/28/19, the township paid an open space debt service interest payment of $55,202.50.  The outstanding commitments are: BOS approved $55,000 for  18 years LLC easement contribution, $666,911.61 for the Bryn Coed demolition of the building (which is a not to exceed placeholder equal to the Open space maintenance fund balance, Open Space Debt service interest of $55,202.20 and Open Space Debt service Principal of $395,000 both due to be paid in December 2019.  For a total Open Space Commitments of $1,172,114.11.  Thereby leaving a remaining balance of $613,653.37 available open space funds.
Old Business:
Erica Batdorf reported that 42 people have taken the survey for goals of open space preservation so far.  She supplied the responses, however, only the odd numbered questioned were printed.  Jody Reinbold will notify Erica and request another update at our July meeting.  Jody Reinbold also noted that he Township provided the link to the survey on their Facebook page.
Erica Batdorf reported that the township will request a copy of the Open space inventory and Map from Chester County.  She supplied this committee with the link (http://www.chescoplanning.org/OpenSpace/POST.cfm ) to view this map on line.  However, when viewing the on line version, it is very difficult to enlarge the Chester county map to show ONLY west Vincent Township.  Jody Reinbold will request, from Erica, that Chester County provide multiply paper copies of this map.
Declaration of Public Trust as a protection for township parks instead of conservation easements – Erica Batdorf reports – “we have confirmed that Evans Park is protected through a county covenant and declaration which was drafted with language that meets the intent of the model document for the Declaration of Public Trust that Pam (Brown of F&PCCT) had provided. We have a similar covenant on Cooks Glen Park. We will continue to review Township properties in relation to these protections”
New Business:
The Planning Commission will be recommending a member of their committee to the BOS for approval at their 7/15/19 meeting.
The Tour of Parcels with new Appointee will be scheduled once we are notified of our new member.
Public Comment:
Sara Shick asked about if we have rated both interested partied as well as “wish list” property owners.  Jody Reinbold replied that we have rated all interested parties, but still need to rate our wish list parcels.  This committee decided to hold off on this rating until we have a new member representing the planning commission. 
Sara Shick asked what our plans are for going forward with potential land owners.  Jody Reinbold suggested that Erica Batdorf and Pan Brown (F&PCCT) should approach the land owners to update this level of interest, for both interested partied and wish list individuals.
We discussed our scheduled November 26, 2019 and our December 24, 2019 meeting dates.  We suggest that we change the November 2019 meeting to either November 19th or November 20th and the December 2019 meeting to December 18th.  Jody Reinbold will report back to the township to check their schedules, and then properly advertise any changes.
At 7:41pm Barbara Van Horn made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Jeff Goldberg passes unanimously.
