Meeting called to order at 7:02pm.
Motion by Julie Foster to approve minutes from our Tuesday, August 27, 2018 meeting with changes, seconded by Jeff Goldberg, passes unanimously. 
Erica Batdorf presents the accounting of open space funds as of September 24, 2019:  The open space checking account balance is $1,331,505.19 and the open space maintenance fund account balance is $670,330.70 for a total of $2,001,835.39.  The current outstanding open space commitments are as follows: Bryn Coed Demolition of $670,330.70 (a placeholder, equal to and not to exceed  the open space maintenance fund account balance), 18 Years, LLC easement contribution of $55,000 (BOS approved), 2019 open space debt service of $55,202.50 and $395,000 for interest and principal, respectively, due in December 2019, and as outstanding payment for TDR purchase from 2010 of $25,700, for a total outstanding open space commitments of $1,201,233.20.  Thereby leaving a remaining balance of open space funds of $800,602.69.
Old Business:
Jody Reinbold acknowledged the committees executive session to discuss real estate and driving tour of parcels current interested in the township TDR program and well as a few “wish list” parcels.
Jody Reinbold and George Dulchinos, separately reviewed (for completeness and accuracy) the Chester County data used to create the Open space inventory and Map.  Jody and George will supply the township a listing of noted differences for the township to investigate.
New Business:
Jody Reinbold acknowledgment of soft opening of a trail at the township park at Bryn Coed
Public Comment:
A question was raised about the current location of the fireproof safe that was found at the Bryn Coed buildings that are slated for demolition.  Erica Batdorf stated that the fireproof safe was transported to the township building to be used for township documents.
Jody Reinbold proposes an executive session to discuss real estate and rating “wish list” parcels.
