Meeting called to order at 7:07pm.
Barbara Van Horn made a motion to approve the minutes from our Tuesday, May 26, 2020 meeting, seconded by Julie Foster, motion passed unanimously. 
Jody Reinbold presented the Accounting of Present Open Space funds prepared by Michele Hogrelius (West Vincent Township Treasurer): As of June 23, 2020 the open space checking account balance is $1,509,923.21 and the open space maintenance fund balance is $678,991.43 for a total fund balance of $2,188,914.64.  The current outstanding commitments are $55,000 due to 18 Years LLC for a contribution for a conservation easement, and the open space debt service due in December 2020 of interest and principal of $94,605 and $405,000 respectively.  This leaves $1,634,309.64 available in the open space funds.
Old Business:
John Granger, Interim West Vincent Township Manager and Sara Shick, BOS, are in the process of discussions and a plan for contacting the interested land owners to see if they are still interested.  Jody Reinbold disclosed that she had a scheduled meeting on 6/25/2020 with John Granger, Sara Shick and Pam Brown (F&PCCT) to show Mr. Granger the parcels on the map and find out if F&PCCT has approach any of these parcel owners during the last 12 months.
John Granger, Interim West Vincent Township Manager Goals has communicated to this committee via an emailed memorandum requesting the goals and plans for future of the open space committee.

· Bring the interim Township manager up to speed.
· Develop a summary of past TDR purchases and transactions to detail what has been conserved and what is still available to save, including need a summary of TDRs removed, through our program and outside of township funds.  We would request help from the Township when gathering data.
· The data would need to include, for stripping of TDRs from a property:
· date of transaction 
· parcel number
· owner who did the transaction 
· street address
· number of TDRs removed and number left on property
· amount paid by Township for the TDRs
· if property was conveyed to the Township or other party in the course of the transactions 
· disposition of the TDRs is not currently held by the Township 

· For TDRs stripped in other transactions:
· the first 5 items above, plus
· other parties and amount paid (like TDRs purchased by Toll and Lennar)
· Contact the interested parcel owners, via a letter (to be drafted by Jody Reinbold and Sara Shick).
· Contact our “wish list” parcel owners, via a letter (to be drafted by Jody Reinbold and Sara Shick).
· Educate the public about our open space program, maybe via the township newsletter.
· Watch property transactions in the township.
· Consider adding a stewardship component.
· Consider adding possible benchmarks
· Appraisals
· Negotiations

Barbara Van Horn made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:40pm, seconded by Julie Foster, motion passed unanimously.
