5. Seed Swap – Comm work with Jason Mesiarick, 7-9 vendors, treats, seeds, catalogs. Enlist vendors for Sus Fair. Donna Delany to rep F&P. Signup sheet at Seed Swap to help w/ Sus Fair. 
6. Sus Fair 2019 – Oct 19 – WV Elem principle says yay. Jen - send out  ’19 Sus Plan & Sus Fair spreadsheets. Yvonne – posters, Tom – signs.
7. Brian – Google lists, Gmail, to consolidate & archive emails
8. Suggested comm split into inits & Sus Fair for ’19. Voted down for now but maybe closer to Sus Fair date.  
9. Community Garden – water, lawn mower, Yvonne engaged – will ask Erica re: E Pikeland facility. Organization meeting in March with Parks & Rec, cooperation between comms. Limit composters to control volume. Brian – contraption for compost.
10. Herbicides & pesticides – ballfields vinegar & salt.
11. Feb meeting – focus on inits
12. Tom – provide data for testing. Comm can help organize testing, volunteers, etc – Birch Run (stream) compromised Horseshoe Trail to covered bridge, can be focus, monitoring station.
13. Brian – USGS sampling Twp wells for ground water levels, sewage infiltration
