· Board of Supervisors- Bryn Coed will be discussed on November 6.  The township will buy the 72 acres containing “the Cow Palace” which connects to the 500-acre preserve of Natural Lands.   A resident proposed purchasing the “Cow Palace” and converting it for hydroponic agriculture.  The Open Space committee recommended going forward as proposed.
Northern Federation- No meeting
· Regional Planning- discussed environmental features in the various townships.
· Sustainability Committee- 200 People attended the Sustainability Fair.  They gave away 100+ trees.  A sign outside suggested 100% renewable energy use.
· Park and Recreation Commission- The Friendship Trail was started at the Pump House  and moved down hill toward the stream.  Shouldn’t the township make topsoil retention part of the contract?  (The soil was being hauled away) No work has been done on the Fox Hollow trail yet.  Why?
· Planning Commission- The Kling property has a new driveway concept so there will be no shared drives.  He seems closer to adding equestrian trails.  A new ordinance regarding data towers is in the making.  John Walko, township attorney, is handling this.
· Open Space- Discussed were Bryn Coed, the White sub-division and the Hill property.  The Hill’s would like township help with a 3 lot sub-division of 10, 10, & 20 acres.
· Ad hoc Zoning Ordinance Changes- Vic let Rick Trailes know that Erica is back on the job and will set up a meeting in the near future.
