Meeting was called to order at 7:02pm by Jody Reinbold
Jody Reinbold welcomed John Granger, Interim West Vincent Township Manager. Ms. Reinbold suggested that the committee introduce themselves to Mr. Granger.
Motion to approve minutes from our Tuesday, April 28, 2020 meeting was made by Barbara Van Horn, seconded by Jeff Goldberg, passes unanimously.
The Accounting of Present Open Space funds prepared by Michele Hogrelius (West Vincent Township Treasurer) was presented by Jody Reinbold as follows:  As of May 26, 2020 the open space checking account balance was $1,414,974.86 and the open space maintenance fund balance was $678,415.10 for a total of open space funds of $2,093,389.96.  The open space expenditures for the debt service interest payment of $47,303 was paid on 5/8/2020.  The outstanding open space commitments are $55,000 for 18 Years LLC (previously approved by the BOS), $47,302 debt service interest and $405,000 debt service principal with the interest and principal both to be paid in December 2020.  For a total outstanding commitments of $507,302.
Old Business:
Sara Shick, Township Supervisor and John Granger, Interim West Vincent Township Manager met to discuss contacting the interested land owners to see if they were still interested.  Since Mr. Granger needs to be brought up to speed, they have nothing substantial to report.
New Business:
Discussion of goals for future of committee:  Ms. Reinbold discussed the criteria sheet.  She also questioned if the committee should look at parcels with 2 TDR’s vs 100 acre parcels vs a combination deal with open space funds and a conservation easement.
Mr. Granger mentioned that a small parcel might be a gateway to others or make a difference.
Ms. Reinbold will recirculate the most recent interested parcel rating list to this committee.
